INTRODUCTION

Kirkby Lonsdale Motor Club will be running a Touring Assembly on SUNDAY, September 14th 2025. The format will be the same as last year, with a Tulip Road book, some manned passage checks and code boards to collect on the way round. This is just for fun and there are no awards for staying on the advised route. 

There will however be a completely new route with new start/finish/coffee and lunch venues, but it will be the same mix of classic road rally sections and scenic sections. This year we start with a new loop into North Lancashire before heading through the Dales to lunch at the Fat Lamb. The afternoon run takes in some of previous years route in the Eden Valley, finishing back at the Station Inn, Oxenholme.
CLASSIC CAR TOURS (MK) will sponsor the event.
REGULATIONS

1.0 EVENT DEFINITION

1.1 THE LITTLE DEVILS TOUR organised by KIRKBY LONSDALE MOTOR CLUB (KLMC), is a non-competitive  "Touring Assembly" for all road going cars of any age. 
1.2 All vehicles must be correctly registered, currently licensed with a valid MOT Certificate, and be in roadworthy condition. Trade plates are forbidden. Cars may be scrutineered for compliance with the RTA prior to the event. 
1.3 The event will run on Sunday, September 14th, 2025
1.4 Entrants need not possess a Motorsports UK Competition Licence. Drivers must posses a current and full driving licence, and have valid insurance in accordance with the requirements of the Road Traffic Act.
1.5 The event will be run under Motorsport UK rules and permit 203768 has been issued.
2.0 THE ROUTE

2.1 The total route is approximately 150 miles, starting and finishing at the STATION INN OXENHOLME, near Kendal. 97/535900 . LA9 7RF
2.2 There will be no timing, but Entrants will be expected to reach the Finish by 6.00pm.
2.3 Entrants will be given detailed route instructions at the start of the event.  The onus on finding the correct route rests with the Entrant. The route will be defined by abbreviated instructions explained in the route notes, tulip diagrams, and a marked map will be available.
2.4 The start will be from 09.45.
2.5 Cars will leave The Station Hotel at minute intervals as per the entry list.

3.0 ENTRIES

3.1 Entries can be made via www.rallies.info, by contacting the entries secretary as per the details below, or Mike directly at mikekirkrallying@aol.com for a paper form.
3.2 The entry fee will be £70 per car which will include; coffee at the start, coffee after 40 miles, a cooked lunch and tea and buns at the finish for 2 occupants. Additional occupants are subject to an additional £30 each.

3.3 Payment can be made by electronic transfer to Kirkby Lonsdale Motor Club at sort code 05-05-40 Account number 34270606 using your surname as a reference. Alternatively cheques may be posted to “Grassrigg”, 45 Goodenber Road, High Bentham, Lancaster, LA2 7JE.

3.4 The event is open to anyone eligible. Membership of Kirkby Lonsdale Motor Club is optional and available at £20 if desired.

3.5 The selection of entries is at the absolute discretion of the organisers. The minimum number of entries is 20. The maximum number of starters will be 50. Preference will be given to the older and more interesting vehicles. The organisers may refuse an entry. Acceptance of entries will be confirmed by e-mail as soon as possible after receipt. A list of accepted entries will be published within a week before the starting date of the event.

5.0 AWARDS

5.1 All crews qualifying as finishers will receive an award.

5.2 Subject to sufficient entries there may also be awards for the best ‘classic car’, and best ‘topless car’ i.e. an open top car that is driven with the hood down all day regardless of the weather, and other awards at the organisers discretion.

6.0 POSTPONEMENT or CANCELLATION 
6.1 The organisers reserve the right to postpone or cancel the event or any part thereof, should circumstances arise which cause such action necessary. Should the organisers deem it necessary to cancel the event, the refund of fees will be dependent on the aforementioned circumstances. 
7.0 CANCELLATION OF ENTRIES AND REFUNDS 
7.1 To qualify for a total refund entrants wishing to withdraw from the event must inform the entries secretary in writing before the closing date. (i.e one week before the event). Otherwise any refunds may be at the organisers discretion and deposits will be forfeited.

8.1 Entrants are advised to check that their own car insurance covers this type of event.

9.0 RECOVERY 
9.1 Breakdown/recovery services will not be provided by the organisers but we will endeavour to make sure no-one is abandoned on the roadside! All entrants are advised to arrange their own recovery service, Mobile phone numbers for all event officials will be given in the Road Book. A ‘sweeper' car may accompany the tour.
10.0 LIABILITY 
10.1 KLMC will accept no liability for loss, damage or injury where there has been no fault of ourselves, servants or agents or which neither we nor our suppliers could have foreseen if all due care had been exercised. Driving standards and personal insurance are the customer's responsibility. We accept liability only to provide the services advertised, or where circumstances dictate, alternatives to a similar standard.
10.2 KLMC accept no responsibility for the standard of any roads used and the onus is on the entrant to drive according to the conditions. Normally only metalled roads will be used but the standard of surface may vary with weather conditions and local authorities! Access to some venues may necessitate the use of un-metalled tracks.
